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NOTES AND PRECAUTIONS
Do not apply on cracks or expansion joints
wider than 1/2" wide. Cracks in excess of 1/2"
deep should be sealed mixing 1 part sand and 1
part OVERDRIVE Driveway Crack Filler. Mix
this mixture to a slurry and fill as directed.
OVERDRIVE Driveway Crack Filler is not
intended for use as a surface coating for sealing
pavement.

APPLICATION
Prepare the surface to receive the OVERDRIVE
Driveway Crack Filler by using a stream of water or air
to clean cracks of loose material, dust, dirt and
vegetation. Lightly dampen but do not flood cracks
with water. Assure all cracks are free of standing
water. Cracks over 1/2" deep should be partially filled
with sand.

After preparing surface, shake container for 1 to 2
minutes. Remove cap and cut spout to desired
opening (1/4" suggested). Place spout in crack and
squeeze container with slight hand pressure to
regulate flow. Fill the crack with material to at or
slightly below the surface. Do not fill cracks above the
surface of the pavement. This will cause tracking and
or smearing. For large or deep cracks, apply in two
applications, filling halfway on the first application, then
applying a second application. Finish by lightly
sprinkling sand over the surface of each repaired
(filled) crack to help prevent tracking. Allow 24 hours
for repaired cracks to cure prior to sealing or opening
to traffic. Clean tools with water immediately.
Place cap on spout when not in use.
